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 Minister’s Message
Dear Friends,
It is now almost 9 months since I arrived at Weymouth Bay Methodist Church as your minister. If you have been confirmed or received believers' baptism in another denomination, it is possible to be received as a member by transfer, without doing membership classes, but you are welcome to attend the last session which will cover what it means to be a member of the Methodist Church and will explain some of the history and structures of the Methodist Church.
As I was wondering how to sign of this letter, one of my favourite Bible verses came to mind: 
For surely I know the plans I have for you, says the Lord, plans for your welfare and not for harm, to give you a future with hope. (Jeremiah 29:11)
